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Choose a contemporary issue facing the peoples of Africa.  Create a news cast/news site dedicated to the exploration and explanation of that issue.   Issues may be broad, impacting all of Africa (climate issues, disease etc…) or more specific to a particular region (local conflict, political movements etc…)
Prewriting: 
· Select, view, and analyze an episode of a news program you wish to imitate
· Name the program and its original broadcast date.
· What are the news items that form the basis of the segment?
· How does the newscaster make use of visual support (sound bites of other media broadcasts, photos, or slogans, for example)?
· What is the tone? 
· Who is the intended audience? 
Research several contemporary issues in modern Africa:  
· Who is affected this issue? 
· What needs to be done to address this issue? 
· Identify any potential solutions
· Determine how the solution would be implemented.
· Consider “interviewing” experts in the field.  Draft their responses based on research. 
· Provide ideas/suggestions to the audience for any future action on the issue.  
· Develop an appropriate closing.
News Cast: Create a broadcast. This may be pre-recorded, or acted out in class. OR  Create a web based news site and report on your issue. 

Integrates at least three sources: 
· Reputable historical sites	
· News and publications
· Social Media
· Video
· Photo/visuals
· Discussion Boards
Formatting: 
· Is easy to read/follow
· Integrates visual and internet sources           
· Follows rules of grammar and spelling
· Written in the 3rd person 
· Is specific
· Includes in text citations in MLA format and a works cited.
