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The Top Ten Project
Task: Create a top ten list of significant topics in world history and present three of those topics to your class.  

Process: 

1. 
Choose 10 separate topics. Include at least one of each of the following on your list. These topics should reflect Asian history, people and ideas.  Remember, Asia includes all the nations on our maps.  Choose topics from a variety of locations. 

Include at least one of each of the following on your list: 

· Ideas (includes religions, political systems, economic systems) 

· Events

· People 

· Places 

2. For each of the topics chosen: 

· Define the terms involved.  

· Explain the significance of that person, place, event or idea.  In other words, why did you choose to include this topic on your list? 

Your work does NOT need to be in essay form (intro, transitions etc…). However you need to use complete sentences when explaining the significance of each topic. 

3. Create a works cited in MLA format. 

4. Final presentation: 

Once your top ten list is complete, choose 3 of the topics on your list to present to the class. Be creative, use visuals, symbols, music, art etc… to help us understand why you believe this topic is the most important person, place, event or idea in world history. Limit your presentation to about 5 minutes. 

Due date: lists are due April 7th.  Presentations will also begin that day. 
Example:  (NOTE: This example represents an adequate response, not an exceptional one). 
First Agricultural Revolution (c. 10,000 BCE). 

Definition: The transformation of human societies from hunting and gathering to farming. This transition began in the Middle East and spread world wide.  

Significance: 

Farming and the raising of livestock tied people to land. This marked the first time in human history where people began to live in permanent settlements. For tens of thousands of years, the dominant structure of human life had been small nomadic bands (Farah). From this point on, most humans would live in fixed locations that ranged from villages to cities. This in turn led to the development of job specialization, complex political structures, cultural hierarchies, architecture, and the rise of industry and trade (Davis). 
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
