Essay prep: 
The American Dream is a national ethos of the United States, a set of ideals in which freedom includes 
the opportunity for prosperity and success, and an upward social mobility achieved through hard work. 
James Truslow Adams in 1931 said, according to the American Dream, "life should be better and richer 
and fuller for everyone, with opportunity for each according to ability or achievement" regardless 
of social class or circumstances of birth. The idea of the American Dream is rooted in the United States 
Declaration of Independence which proclaims that "all men are created equal" and that they are "endowed 
by their Creator with certain inalienable Rights" including "Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.”
PROMPT: Using a selection of accompanying documents and your knowledge of the period from the Civil War era to WWI, discuss the validity of Adams’ statement on the American Dream.  
Directions: Gather notes, research, information that will assist you in responding to a writing prompt on this topic.  Consider using class content as well as additional outside research.  Bring all materials to the exam for use in your response.
