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Propaganda: n : information that is spread for the purpose of promoting some cause

· Messages have been carefully designed to influence our opinions, emotions, attitudes and behavior. 
· Their purpose is to persuade us to believe in something or to do something that we would not normally believe or do. 

I.  Assignment: 

· Research both sides of a current political or social issue. 

· Write up and present your research to the class. Cite all sources in MLA. 

· Illustrate the issue involved through the demonstration of an original ad.

· Mimic the style/look of WWII propaganda 

II. Directions: Using the information on propaganda that you received in class, you will create an ad for a current political or social cause. 

A. Background on the cause you are discussing: 

· What is the issue? 

· Define terms and introduce the topic to the class. 

· Briefly discuss both sides 

· Statistics, research to illustrate this issue

· If there is an organization associated with this cause – give background information on that organization. 

· What do you want?

· Why? 

· What issue/problem would this solve? 

B. The Ad: 

· Strong visuals to support your position 

· Use at least 1 of the categories of propaganda we discussed

· Be creative, and remember you are trying to advocate for an action, position etc… messages should attempt to influence our opinions.
