Task:  Create a comparative timeline for the American Civil War/Reconstruction era. 

**A comparative timeline shows two or more subject areas which occurred at the same time; it demonstrates understanding of the "big picture." A comparative timeline might compare historical events in two or more countries or compare two or more subjects like war and technology.

Requirements: 
· Timeline of mandatory events (see below) 
· At least one additional category of events with at least 6 events within that category
· Descriptions of each event.  Within that description include: 
· Date
· Location
· What happened 
· Why it happened
· Impact of the event (in other words, what was the big deal?) 

· Images to add to our understanding of an event (primary sources or student created works).  1 per event minimum (note: maps, schematics, still photos are all excellent sources). 
· Quotes from the period that add to our understanding of an event (primary sources).  Minimum of 5 for your entire timeline. 
· Works cited in MLA format.  Use in text citations. 
· Format is optional. You may use digital tools, print, audio etc… Play to your strengths!

Events you must include: (These are not in chronological order)

· Gettysburg
· Fort Sumter 
· New York City draft riots 
· South Carolina secedes
· Confederacy formed
· First Battle of Bull Run
· 14th Amendment passed
· Lee surrenders at Appomattox
· Lincoln assassinated
· 13th Amendment ends slavery 
· Grant takes command of all Union armies
· Sherman captures Atlanta 
· Shiloh
· Antietam
· Emancipation Proclamation announced


*Groups are optional.  If you choose to work in a group, each additional group member will need to add 2 events to the War/Reconstruction Timeline as well as an additional category of events  to the timeline.  For instance, a group of three will need to complete the work for the mandatory events (15) add 2 for each additional member (total of 19), and three additional categories i.e. technology, role of women, and medicine. No more than 4 students to a group.
